Benchmark Champagne

Here are five expressions of Champagne
you'll never struggle to find a reason to drink.

CLASSIC CUVEE
Gaston Chiquet, ‘Special Club,” 1er Cru, Bruz 2016 290

68% Chardonnay and 32% Pinot Noir, aged in stainless steel for freshness with notes of hazelnuts,

white flowers, and quince paste. This is a grower producer and a member of the Club Trésors de Champagne.

BLANC DE BLANCS
Champagne Assailly ‘Cuvée Réservée, Grand Cru, Brut NV 175
100% Chardonnay, aged 70% in concrete and 30% in oak before 36 months in bottle.

Notes of stone fruit and baked pastry, this Champagne exhibits racy minerality alongside a sense of tension and freshness.

BLANC DE NOIRS

Mousse Fils, ‘Eugene,” Extra Brut NV

80% Pinot Meunier and 20% Pinot Noir, aged in stainless steel. A white juice from red grapes.
This is a youthful style wine with notes of dried apple and pear, and a soft cherry note and

has a beautiful weighty texture.

ROSE
Pehu-Simonet, ‘Face Nord, Grand Cru, Brut NV 185
75% Pinot Noir and 25% Chardonnay, aged 95% in stainless steel and 5% barrique with 30 months lees aging.

Perfumed and pretty on the nose with roses, ripe raspberries and subtle notes of tropical fruit.

PRESTIGE CUVEE
Billecart-Salmon, ‘Cuvée Nicolas Francois,” Brut 2007 445
60% Pinot Noir and 40% Chardonnay. 15% aged in oak and on the lees for 10 years.

This wine shows fullness and complexity as this is the pinnacle of a houses wine making!

First made in 1964, and only made in the best vintages, this is a Champagne worthy of a celebration!
